Comcast Conditional Use Review

Zoning District – R-1
Tony Bernardi, representing CECO Associates and Mike Barrett were in attendance to represent Comcast.  They explained that Comcast wants to put an addition on the existing building.  This is a non conforming use.  The Commission reviewed the Borough Engineer’s comment memo.  There was much discussion on note 3 of the Borough’s Engineer’s memo concerning submission requirements and leases.  The Commission decided along with the Borough’s Planner that no subdivision was required here.  Further discussion took place on the noise possibility of the generator and what could be done to muffle the sound.  The response was a sound dampening muffler for the generator.  There was no public comment.  Ed Yasinskas made a motion to recommend approval to Council with the following conditions: Generators to have sound dampening equipment to be installed, approval of all variances requested, and for clarification purposes only that no subdivision required.  Mr. Wesolowski seconded the motion and it carried 4-0.

Dominic Provini represented Highland Real Estate Development Corp.  Mr. Provini presented an overview of his plans for the development.  He also explained a problem with the deed and lot line adjustment/subdivision that seems is not needed now, only land development. There are some variance issues, section 404.3 Development Standards which is accessory uses and lot coverage, section 504.9B2 Buffers within the Parking Area and 504.13B Landscaping.  The lot coverage is at 71%.  There were some landscape issues, fencing in particular.  Fencing is not allowed in the buffer area in our ordinance.  The Commission and Borough Planner feel this is needed to be looked at in the future.  The Code Enforcement Officer stated to the commission that some of the Borough Engineer comments are being requested as variances to the Zoning Hearing Board.  They are listed in his memo to the Commission.  The fence issue is on of them he believes.  Mr. Provini stated the same.  The Zoning Hearing Board meets July 14, 2009.  The boundary on the deed and the provided plan do not match.  This needs to be rectified or provide a surveyor’s seal to a documented corrected survey.  A minor sub-division is proposed for the combination of parcel one and parcel two.  Mr. Provini said they need to resubmit the 2002 plan.  There is an inconsistency in the tax id number.  Paving depths were also mentioned as well as the right of way.  The calculation for Stormwater will be done in about 7 days per Mr. Provini.  Once variances are approved, there was a suggestion to list that with the date of approval on the plan to on the record.  There was no public comment.  Mr. Yasinskas made a motion to accept this application for review and start the 90 day clock.  Mr. Recicar seconded the motion and it carried 4-0.

Emmett Mancinelli and Mark Boettcher represented Site Tech.
  Both Mr. Mancinelli and Mr. Boettcher gave an overview of the plan/project, comment to public questions and concerns, as well as questions from the Commission and Borough Planner.  They are proposing to extend Hosfeld just enough and put in a cul-de-sac.  Robert Hudachek, a resident who lives at 805 Hosfeld Street spoke.  He is concerned with water problems.  Karen Kane, who lives at 720 Hosfeld Street, spoke about water problems.  She said the neighbors do not want the road opened.  Kathy Drake, Hosfeld Street, supported the comments regarding water problems.  Mark Eckersley and Dave Donlin both from Midway Avenue spoke on the water concerns.  John Durdan stated that he walked from Lake Barbara Ann, the whole stream all the way down so he knows what they are talking about.  It’s a natural drainage area.  The Country Club of Scranton to Gravel Pond Road, it all comes down Lake Barbara Ann.  The area is very flat and it doesn’t flow very quickly.  Mr. Mancinelli said they are trying to take a big piece of land and make four plots.  Each individual lot, prior to issuing a building permit, would have to submit a Stormwater Management Plan.  Will Ziesemer said the check for the application was officially received complete on 6/2/09.  
The Commission reviewed the Borough Engineer’s comment memo due to the unanswered issues at hand.  The Borough Planner suggested a work session be scheduled to iron out these problems.  The Commission and Site Tech agreed.  A work session is scheduled for July 1, 2009 at 7:00PM.  Personnel needed are the Borough Engineer, Commission Members, Site Tech and the Code Enforcement Officer.

Ed Yasinskas made a motion to accept application and start 90 day clock.  Len Wesolowski seconded the motion and it carried 4-0.
