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The July Work Session of the Planning Commission was conducted on Wednesday, July 1, 2009 at approximately 7:20 P.M.  The Meeting was held in Borough Council Chambers, 2nd Floor, 304 South State Street, Borough of Clarks Summit, County of Lackawanna and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. Chairman Durdan called the meeting to order. 

Members in attendance were John Durdan, Len Wesolowski, and Chris O’Boyle.  Also in attendance were Borough Engineer Bob Naegele, Borough Code Enforcement Officer Willard Ziesemer, and Site Tech Representative Emmett Mancinelli.  
Chairman Durdan started the discussion by stating that we are here to get a couple things done and one is to try to establish the flood plain onto the plans.  Mr. Mancinelli said that is not a problem.  Mr. Durdan said it affects the planning process and decisions.  Mr. Durdan asked for that to be done by the next meeting.  The Stormwater is a big issue with the residents.  The other item is the road itself.
ROADS:

Chairman Durdan spoke and reminded everyone present that there was discussion on whether to open the road or have a cul-de-sac.  Mr. Mancinelli asked for direction from the board.  He would rather not have anything to do with the road.  Mr. Durdan said it was their recommendation to connect the roads.  The neighbors on the road do not want the road opened.  Several neighbors spoke at the last meeting.  A cul-de-sac must have a 50’ radius paved cart way.  
Hosfeld now has a 12’ to 14’ cart way.  Cart way should be widened to 18’ brought up to standard by developer.  Mr. Mancinelli said he would work on this and develop this better.  Mr. Naegele asked Mr. Mancinelli to show the pipe better on the drawing.  Mr. Naegele suggested that they stay away from the wetlands or they will have to get involved with DEP.  Mr. Durdan said currently Hosfeld has a very narrow cart path.  We have a varying cart with path that is below the present ordinance standard.  Minimum required is 18’.  It is the opinion of those present that we should try to achieve that 18’.  They also talked about the cul-de-sac and it meeting all the requirements.  They also talked about the encroachment toward the wetland with the drainage ditch, perhaps staying 25’ back as far as where the outlet is concerned.  
STORMWATER:

Mr. Durdan said each lot must have a plan showing retention of water on the lot and it be noted on the plan and deed for each lot.  Will Ziesemer said many people go for a variance every month because of lot coverage.  He brings this up because of how lot coverage affects Stormwater.  

There was some discussion on subdivision.  Bob Naegele mentioned this as an alternative if the cost of the road is too much to bear.  Emmett Mancinelli said it is a costly endeavor.  Will Ziesemer stated a minor subdivision of up to three lots, regulated side lots, in our division may be approved by the Clarks Summit Planning Commission.      

Mr. Durdan said the plan before them is considered to be the best plan considering the cul-de-sac based on public opinion.  
Bob Naegele clarified a gravity sewer
 was going to be installed because it was not indicated on the map.  Will Ziesemer said the easements aren’t wide enough.  He needs to check the ordinance.  
ADJOURNMENT: 

There being no further business before the Planning Commission, the meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
