Mr. Joseph Bontrager made a motion to approve the minutes. Mr. John Kazista seconded the motion and it carried 3-0.

NEW BUSINESS:

2010-11 Larry DeFazio – 114 S. State St. (State Street Grill) – Sect. 404.3 – Part 6 – Side Set Back

Mrs. Lori Harris was sworn in before the Hearing Board stating that the applicant was requesting an appeal of her decision and relief through variance of Zoning Ordinance:

Section 404.3 – Part 6 – Side Set Backs –CC Zoning District each side yard of any lot with a width greater than 60 feet shall not be less than 10 feet. (There is a zero side setback for lots with a width of 60 feet or less) The width of the lot is 77’ in the front and 82’ in the rear of the property. Copies of this section Ordinance were provided to the Zoning Hearing Board.

The State Street Grill opened in August of 2001. Mr. Tom Hill, the owner of State Street Grill, put up a temporary tent every year. Mrs. Lori Harris had located a picture of the tent from a time when Mr. Gill received a permit for a sign. Mr. Hill wanted to install a permanent cabana. Mrs. Lori Harris had visited the site to see the location where the cabana would be built. From her measurements, the cabana would be located 4’ away from the Summit Diner. Mr. Hill stated that he could still meet the 50% lot coverage allowed for that zoning district. That was Mrs. Lori Harris’ only other concern. 

PUBLIC COMMENT/INPUT:
Mr. Tom Romanyshyn, contractor for the cabana project, was sworn in before the Zoning Hearing Board. He stated that he had planned to build a cabana with a gas fireplace; as well as a partial wall on the State St. side. Mr. Tom Hill, owner of State Street Grill, was sworn in before the Zoning Hearing Board as well. 

There was a recess at 7:25 p.m. and a reconvene at 7:27 p.m. Mr. Kurt Grabfelder, Mr. John Kazista, and Mr. John Bontrager all voted in favor of approving the variance. 
The Zoning Hearing Board granted approval of the variance. Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated they still needed to make sure that they are under the 50% lot coverage. 

ADJOURNMENT:  With no further business to discuss, Mr. John Kazista made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Mr. Joseph Bontrager seconded the motion and it carried 3-0.
