· Bartoletti recommendation from Planning Commission
     Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that Council had discussed the Bartoletti project at the last two meetings. The Planning Commission had sent in a letter of recommendation for approval. They also listed five conditions they felt CEO Lori Harris could easily monitor that had yet to be met. Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that although the conditions hadn’t been addressed yet, Council needed to vote or the plans would get approval by default. Mr. Jim Burke made a motion to accept the Planning Commission’s recommendation for approval contingent on the Borough Code Enforcement Officer monitoring the five conditions listed by the Planning Commission. · Centennial Committee – grant application

Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that with Council’s commitment to the grant, the Greater Scranton Foundation was willing to grant the Borough $1,000.00. The Greater Scranton Foundation wanted to help support Clark’s Summit Centennial Celebration any way they could. · Police Vehicle – replacement
