Recording secretary Virginia Kehoe took role. Members in attendance were Mr. John Durdan, Mr. Mike Cowley, Mr. Ed Yasinskas, CEO Lori Harris, Mr. John Recicar, Mr. Carson Helfrich, and Ms. Virginia Kehoe. Mr. Len Wesolowski arrived at 7:10pm. Mr. Chris O’ Boyle was absent.
APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA:

Mr. Ed Yasinskas made a motion to approve the agenda. Mr. John Recicar seconded the motion and it carried 3-0.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

May 18, 2011

Mr. Ed Yasinskas made a motion to approve the minutes with the corrected date. Mr. John Durdan seconded the motion and it carried 2-1 abstention.

April 20, 2011

Mr. Ed Yasinskas made a motion to approve the minutes with the corrections made by Ms. Virginia Kehoe. Mr. John Recicar seconded the motion and it carried 3-0.

SITE PLANS AND RE-SUBDIVISIONS:

OLD BUSINESS:

Pancholy Land Development

Mr. Jim Gaidula, Director of Engineering Services for Site Services Group came before the Planning Commission to discuss the Pancholy Land Development plans. Ms. Virginia Kehoe asked if the storm water system design would have the water coming out at a slower velocity than previously. Mr. Jim Gaidula confirmed that it would. Mr. Jim Gaidula stated that they were making revisions to the driveway on the plans and had submitted an application for a PennDOT Highway Occupancy Permit. Mr. Jim Gaidula stated that they had also submitted their plans to the Lackawanna County Conservation District for review. Mr. John Durdan asked if future parking was included in the submission. Mr. Jim Gaidula responded that the parking layout at that time encompassed 49.6% lot coverage. For future parking, a variance would be required and he had added notes to the plans to address that. Mr. Ed Yasinskas stated that the plans should show East Greenwood Ave. instead of Greenwood Ave. Mr. Jim Gaidula then reviewed comments he had received from Borough Engineer, Mr. Bob Naegele, on the plans. Mr. Jim Gaidula stated that approval from the Lackawanna County Conservation District was withheld at the time due an issue with access to the middle parking space in the post parking area. Mr. Jim Gaidula stated that this issue would become a different issue with regards to interior landscaping. Ms. Virginia Kehoe asked how close the ADA accessible ramp shown in the plans would be to the side property line. Mr. Jim Gaidula responded that it’d be 3’ away from the side property line. The Planning Commission stated that this would require a need for a projection variance.  In the plans submitted to Mr. Bob Naegele, it appeared that the neighbor’s driveway to the South of the property encroached on the subject property; and the grading and construction of the ADA ramp would impact the driveway. Mr. Jim Gaidula stated that they were working on rectifying the situation with the neighboring property owners.  Mr. Jim Gaidula stated that he would add this to the plans. Mr. Bob Naegele had requested in his letter that a spot for the elevations in the retaining wall be provided. Mr. Jim Gaidula stated that he would provide the spot and check into whether or not the retaining wall would be greater than 4’.  The driveway to the North of the property on the plans was closer than fifty feet to an existing driveway. It was the Planning Commission’s opinion that this would require a variance. Mr. Jim Gaidula stated that the PADOT Highway Occupancy Permit and landscaping plan for the project were pending at that time. §504.13.B states that a minimum of 5% of the internal parking area shall be landscaped with 25 or more spaces; so the Planning Commission suggested that Mr. Jim Gaidula eliminate three of the parking spaces proposed. Mr. John Durdan suggested that Mr. Jim Gaidula just show the location of where the future business sign would be until a sign is granted approval. Mr. John Durdan asked if he had provided sewage planning modules. Mr. Jim Gaidula responded that he had provided sewage generation information for the existing medical office building. He continued that he was discussing it with Mr. Bob Naegele. Mr. John Durdan stated that he’d also like to see on the plans if they were either drawing scale or graphing scale. Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that the plans were feasible, but would just require some time.
Subdivision Ordinance
The Planning Commission tabled this matter till the next meeting.
