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The November Special Meeting for the Borough of Clark’s Summit was conducted on Thursday, November 29, 2011 at 7:03 P.M. The meeting was held in Borough Council Chambers, 2nd Floor, 304 South State Street, Borough of Clark’s Summit, County of Lackawanna and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  Council members in attendance were President Gerrie Carey, Mrs. Kathy Drake, Mr. Roy Davis, Mrs. Barbara Evans, Mayor Harry Kelly, Mr. Jim Burke, Mr. Herman Johnson, and Ms. Virginia Kehoe. Mr. Patrick Williams was absent.

2. PUBLIC COMMENT

Elizabeth Klein, 407 Summit Ave., came before Council to update them on the status of her situation with a fallen tree on undedicated property. She stated that she had contacted PP&L, a maintenance crew came to see if there were any problems with the lines and the trees, and was told there were no problems. Her husband and friends were able to cut some of the tree up and remove it. She stated they were unable to do more with their 14” chainsaw. Mr. Roy Davis stated that he had visited the site and after some research, he had discovered the magnitude of the situation with undedicated properties in the Borough. Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that she’d be happy to contact Donna Zagrapan and find out if there was any money left in the Shade Tree Fund to do something about the rest of the tree. She continued if there wasn’t any month left for the year, they might be able to offer her assistance in January. 
· TAN bid opening
Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that she had solicited the Borough’s tax anticipation bids and that Council would need to vote on the winning bid the following Wednesday. She then opened the bids publicly and stated that Fidelity had offered a rate of 2.29%. PNC had offered a rate of 1.99%. She stated they’d look over the terms before the vote next week so that they could make a final decision and vote.
· Ordinances 2011-6 thru 2011-9
Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that the following Wednesday, Council would be voting on Ordinances 2011-6 through 2011-9. She requested that Council review them before the vote and continued that she’d have the vote publicly advertised. 
· Clarks Green Police Bid request
Mr. Roy Davis expressed his concerns over what happened in the past with this request. Mr. Herman Johnson stated that we needed to be concerned with our citizens and what the Borough can afford.  Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that she felt this request should be the highlight of discussion with the new Council. Mr. Roy Davis questioned if we felt we really wanted to expand the Police Department and felt the Borough was not financially ready for a commitment like the one proposed. Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that she felt it would be a good recommendation that Council form a committee solely dedicated to figuring out what the best plan of action would be. Mr. Roy Davis volunteered to be part of the proposed committee. Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that the new members of Council should also be invited to participate as well.   
· Elizabeth Klein – seeking determination of Borough for the tree removal on her Summit Ave property
Council determined that since the alley is not a dedicated or maintained Borough alley, we would be unable to assist her.

· Stormwater Runoff from Abington Road – results of meeting with PennDOT and Clarks Green
Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that back in October, Andrea Vaness had come in expressing concern about storm water coming off of Fairview Road. This prompted the Borough to have a meeting with PennDOT and Clarks Green. Ultimately, they agreed it’s a joint problem. PennDOT offered to pull information for the Borough to help determine where these storm water lines lie in that area as a start. They also discussed working as a group on a grant for storm water control. She continued that they’d be reconvening once they heard back from PennDOT. Mr. Herman Johnson stated that he’d like our citizens to know that the Borough is working on it and they’re determined to find a solution as a team. Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that the best course of action we could take individually in aiding the situation would to be to contact our legislatures and express our concerns. 
· FMLA

Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that FMLA was the Family Medical Leave Act and according to the Act, employers who have fifty employees or less are not affected by the Act. This year, the Act was changed to implement a policy that municipalities must be included in the Act. Ms. Virginia Kehoe had put together a policy for review for a vote at the next Council meeting. 
· Resolution 2011-18 Pave Cuts
Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that the Finance Committee decided to raise the rate of pave cuts to aid in helping the Borough’s 2012’s budget. Since the pave cuts do much damage to the roads, they felt it was a fair decision. Ms. Virginia Kehoe had provided Council with a draft of Resolution 2011-18 for review to be voted on the following week. Mr. Herman Johnson recommended that the Borough have someone check on the pave cuts after they are made to make sure all requirements are met. Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that she had already approached C.E.O., Lori Harris, about taking on that task. Resolution 2011-18 would state that enforcement of procedures will be taken from this point on in the Borough. 
· Thank you to Ellen Coyle
Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that Ellen Coyle was leaving her position at The Suburban and the Borough wanted to thank her for all support over the years. Ms. Virginia Kehoe had drafted a thank you letter since Ellen Coyle was unable to attend a meeting to be commended before she moved.
