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The April Work Session Meeting of the Planning Commission was conducted on Wednesday, April 20, 2011 at approximately 7:03 P.M.  The Meeting was held in Borough Council Chambers, 2nd Floor, 304 South State Street, Borough of Clark’s Summit, County of Lackawanna and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. Chairman John Durdan called the meeting to order. 

Recording secretary Virginia Kehoe took role. Members in attendance were Chairman John Durdan, Mr. Chris O’ Boyle, Mr. Mike Cowley, Mr. Edward Yasinskas, CEO Lori Harris, Mr. John Recicar, Mr. Carson Helfrich, and Ms. Virginia Kehoe. Mr. Len Wesolowski was absent. 

REORGANIZATION:
APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA:

Mr. Edward Yasinskas made a motion to approve the agenda. Mr. John Recicar seconded the motion and it carried 4-0.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

March 16, 2011

Mr. Edward Yasinskas made a motion to approve the March 16, 2011 minutes with the correction of Mr. Mark Boetcher’s name. Mr. Chris O’ Boyle seconded the motion and it carried 4-0.
COMMUNICATIONS:
Site Tech

Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that Mr. Mark Boetcher had contacted the Borough and was looking to change the access to lot #3 from Hosfeld to Midway Ave. He had supplied the Borough with a deed and new plans for the Planning Commission to review. The Borough engineer and CEO Lori Harris had visited the lot prior to the meeting, and had some thoughts that Mr. Mark Boetcher committed to in writing. Mr. Mark Boetcher stated that part of the problem with the original idea of accessing the lot from Hosfeld rose when they first went in there to produce the car turn around. Hosfeld favored the right of way immensely and if Mr. Mark Boetcher were to put the turn around where it originally would have been implemented, he’d have to dig through a large part of the neighboring properties’ yard. Mr. Mark Boetcher then decided to eliminate the pipe and any verbiage that went along with it. He also changed the notes to say that Midway would be the new point of access. Council was scheduled to vote on approval of these new plans the following evening and wanted the Planning Commission’s recommendation prior to their vote. Mr. Edward Yasinskas made a motion to go ahead with changes on the revised approvals. Mr. John Durdan seconded the motion and it carried 4-0.
PUBLIC INPUT/COMMENT:

SITE PLANS AND RE-SUBDIVISIONS:

OLD BUSINESS:

Bartoletti Land Development

Mr. George W. Parker stated their plans were still lacking a completed Landscape Act. Relative to the rest of the plans, he stated that all the other corrections had been made and presented to the Borough engineer. There had been a request to remove some of the parking spaces closest to the driveway and that had also been taken care of. Roto Rooter was hired to camera the storm and sewer lines so that the plans could be revised accordingly, in relation to where those lines exist. Mr. George W. Parker stated that they were aware that a PADOT Highway Occupancy Permit was needed to provide access to the site. They were in the process of getting a bond or irrevocable letter of credit to PennDOT to alleviate that issue. He continued that they would also play around with the four parking spaces that did not have a reasonable exit and return to the drive aisle. He also stated that an easement would be shown for the retaining wall. The Planning Commission had decided that the height of the fence in the plans should be 4’ in height and this would have to be indicated on the plans. Mr. George W. Parker agreed that this could also be taken care of. Previously, there had been some concern over a little bit of storm water that would flow into PennDOT’s right of way, with the revised grading that had been provided. PennDOT gave Mr. George W. Parker permission for that to occur. Mr. John Durdan asked if there was a variance required for size and location of required buffers. CEO Lori Harris stated that the wall was ok and that it was just not approved by the Zoning Hearing Board. Mr. George Parker stated that he’d try to have the final plans ready for a vote at the May meeting.
Draft 537 Plan review and comments

Mr. John Durdan asked if Council approved the Draft 537 Plan. Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that Council had approved the plans to be opened for public review. She requested that the Planning Commission write a letter to Council stating that Council could keep moving forward with the 537 Plan.  Mr. John Durdan had concern that the 537 Plan did not address the I.N.I. issue, micro level. Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that she believed it wasn’t addressed because the corrective action plan the Borough was already under took care of that. She continued that she would note on the plan that I.N.I. would be addressed under the corrective action plan and needed to be addressed in the final plan. Mr. Edward Yasinskas made a motion for recommendation for conditional approval. Mr. John Durdan seconded it and it carried 4-0.
Subdivision Ordinance
The Planning Commission decided to address this at the next special meeting.
NEW BUSINESS:

There being no further business before the Planning Commission Mr. Edward Yasinskas motioned to adjourn. The motion was seconded by Mr. Chris O’ Boyle and carried 4-0. The meeting adjourned at approximately 8:04 p.m.
