ORDINANCE NO. 2002-04PRIVATE 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF CLARKS SUMMIT AMENDING ORDINANCE 82-4 OF JANUARY 6TH, 1982 AS CODIFIED IN THE CODE OF ORDINANCES BOROUGH OF CLARKS SUMMIT, CHAPTER 1, PART 5; AND ORDINANCE 96-09. THE AMENDMENT WOULD PROVIDE FOR 1) AN AD HOC COLA FOR RETIRED FULL TIME POLICE OFFICERS, IN ACCORDANCE WITH ACT 64 OF 2002, 2) SURVIVOR PENSION BENEFITS FOR SPOUSE AND CHILDREN UNDER THE BOROUGH'S POLICE PENSION PLAN, 3) PROVIDING FOR SERVICE CONNECTED DISABILITY BENEFITS, IN ACCORDANCE WITH ACT 30 OF 2002, 4) AMENDING FULL TIME POLICE OFFICER CONTRIBUTIONS TO THE CLARKS SUMMIT BOROUGH POLICE PENSION PLAN IN ACCORDANCE WITH ACT 30 OF 2002, AND 5) ADDING A INTEREST CALCULATION FOR FULL TIME POLICE OFFICERS/MEMBERS WHO ARE INELIGIBLE TO RECEIVE A PENSION BENEFIT.
The Borough Council hereby ordains:

Section 1. Amendments to Borough Ordinance 82-4, dated January 6th, 1982; Pensions, Retirements and Social Security; A. Police Pension Fund; and Ordinance 96-09, dated July 2nd, 1996 which amended portions of Ordinance 82-4.


Section 503. Funding.


DELETE:


Section 503.3. (Ordinance 96-09, dated July 2nd 1996)


ADD:

3. By monthly charges against each regular full time police officer/member in an amount equal to Five Percent (5%) of the gross wages paid (as a payroll deduction); and

If an actuarial study shows that the condition of the Clarks Summit Police Pension Fund is such that payments into the Fund by regular full time police officers/members may be reduced below the percentage here before prescribed, or eliminated, even if the Borough of Clarks Summit must continue to contribute to the Clarks Summit Police Pension Fund, the Borough Council may, on an annual basis, by Borough Resolution, reduce or eliminate payments into the Clarks Summit Borough Police Pension Fund by the regular full time police officers/members; and that a actuarial certification is not required.


Section 505. Benefits, Social Security Credit and Benefits.


ADD:


Section 505.1.D. Service Connected Disability Benefit.

If a regular full time police officer sustains a service-connected disability a service-connected disability benefit of Fifty Percent (50%) of the full time police officers or plan member’s salary at the time disability was incurred, shall be paid from the Clarks Summit Borough Police Pension Fund; except that such monthly service-connected disability payment shall be offset by Social Security disability benefits received by the full time police officer or plan member.

Section 505.B (Ordinance 96-09, dated July 2nd 1996)


ADD:


Section 505.B Survivor Benefits.

1. Any regular full time police officer/member of the Borough of Clarks Summit Police Pension Plan who is killed, in the line-of-duty, shall have survivor benefits calculated at One-Hundred Percent (100%) of the monthly pension or retirement benefits defined in Section 505. Survivor benefits are prescribed for the benefit of (a) of surviving spouse, and if no surviving spouse or if he/she subsequently dies, then (b) of the child or children under the age of eighteen years, of the deceased regular full time police officer of the Borough of Clarks; except that is such child or children are attending college, then to and including age 23 years.

2. Any regular full time police officer/member of the Borough of Clarks Summit Police Pension Plan who is killed, in the line-of-duty, shall have survivor death benefit calculated at One-Hundred Percent (100%) of the full time police officer’s/member’s annual salary at the time of death. Survivor death benefit is prescribed for the benefit of (a) of surviving spouse, and if no surviving spouse or, then (b) of the child or children under the age of eighteen years, of the deceased regular full time police officer of the Borough of Clarks; except that is such child or children are attending college, then to and including age 23 years. The Borough of Clarks Summit may use a private insurance policy (paid by the Borough) to satisfy this requirement, and if such insurance is insufficient to cover this amount, the balance shall be due and payable from the Clarks Summit Borough Police Pension Fund.

3. Any regular full time police officer of the Borough of Clarks Summit who is retiring on or after January 1st, 1996, or has attained eligibility to retire, shall have survivor benefits calculated at Fifty Percent (50%) of the monthly pension or retirement benefits defined in Section 505. Survivor benefits are prescribed for the benefit (a) of surviving spouse and if no surviving spouse survives or if he/she subsequently dies, the (b) of the child or children under the age of eighteen years, of the regular full time police officer of the Borough of Clarks Summit retired on pension; except that is such child or children are attending college, then to and including age 23 years.

ADD:


Section 505.3. Providing A Special Ad Hoc Postretirement Cost-Of-Living Adjustment.

A one-time postretirement adjustment be provided to the eligible retired members of the Clarks Summit Borough Police Pension Plan, the eligibility and amount of such adjustment to be provided in Act 64 of 2002, and that such adjustment be retroactively effective to the first monthly pension benefit paid after June 30th 2002.


ADD:


Section 507. Refund.


Add 2nd paragraph.

Any regular full time police officer/member of the Clarks Summit Borough Police Pension Plan, who for any reason whatsoever, shall be ineligible to receive a pension benefit after having contributed to the Clarks Summit Borough Police Pension Plan, shall be entitled to a full refund of all such moneys paid by him/her into such fund immediately upon discontinuance of Borough employment as a regular full time police officer, plus interest credited at the rate of six percent (6%) per annum. If such discontinuance is due to death, which is not an in-the-line-of-duty death, such money shall be paid to his or her designated beneficiary (first spouse, then children as defined above) or, in the absence thereof, to his or her estate.

Section 2. Repealer.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances, which are inconsistent herewith, are hereby repealed.  The following ordinances or parts thereof are specifically repealed:

Section 3. Effective Date.  This ordinance shall be effective ten (10) days after adoption by Borough Council.
