	WHEREAS, the Borough of Clarks Summit is a duly ordained political subdivision (the “Borough”); and

	WHEREAS, the Borough has duly enacted Zoning Ordinance No. 2002-01 (the “Zoning Ordinance”); and

	WHEREAS, David Noakes, III is the current owner of a parcel of land consisting of (0.18 acres) which exists as the remaining parcel in the Manufacturing/Industry District (Class MI) along the northeasterly section of Old Lackawanna Trail, Clarks Summit Borough.  This small parcel is surrounded by properties designated for zoning purposes as Central/Commercial District according to the Clarks Summit Borough Ordinance and Zoning Map; and  

	WHEREAS, the current owner, David Noakes, III has entered into an agreement of sale in which he intends to convey title to the parcel to Donald and Christine Wydeen.  The agreement of sale is conditioned upon Clarks Summit Borough Council changing the zoning designation for the parcel from Manufacturing/Industry (MI) to Central/Commercial (CC); and 

	WHEREAS, Donald and Christine Wydeen intend to develop the parcel consistent with the permitted uses in the Clarks Summit Borough Central/ Commercial District; and

	WHEREAS, the intended development of the parcel consistent with the permitted uses in the Central/Commercial District is in the best interest of the Borough of Clarks Summit and will result in the property being developed consistent with the surrounding properties and will substantially improve the esthetic, environmental and public health and safety concerns relative to this area within Clarks Summit Borough. 

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED, by the Council of the Borough of Clarks Summit, and it is hereby enacted and ordained by the authority granted to Boroughs under the laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania as follows:

	SECTION 1:  The zoning ordinance and map for the Borough of Clarks Summit are amended as follows:

		The (0.18) acre parcel of land located along Old Lackawanna Trail in 			the Borough of Clarks Summit presently designated as 					Manufacturing/Industry Use and as more particularly described in 			Exhibit “A” (which is attached hereto and made part hereof) is hence 			forth to be designated on	Clarks Summit Zoning Map and in the 			Clarks Summit Zoning Ordinance as a Central/Commercial 				District.

	SECTION 2:  The zoning map of the Borough of Clarks Summit shall hereby be amended to reflect the rezoning of the property more specifically described in Exhibit “A”.

	SECTION 3:  Repealer.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances which are inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed.  

	SECTION 4.  Severability.  If any sentence, clause, section, or part of this ordinance is for any reason found to be unconstitutional, illegal or invalid, such unconstitutionality, illegality or invalidity shall not affect or impair any of the remaining provisions, sentences, clauses, sections or parts of this ordinance.  It is hereby declared as the intent of the Clarks Summit Borough Council that this ordinance would have been adopted had such unconstitutional, illegal or invalid sentence, clause, section or part thereof not been included herein.

	SECTION 5.  In all other respects, Ordinance Number 2002-01 of the Borough of Clarks Summit, as amended, shall remain in full force and effect.

	SECTION 6. Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective immediately upon adoption.

SECTION 7.  This Ordinance is enacted by the Borough of Clarks Summit under the authority of the Act of Legislature, February 1, 1966, P.L. (1965) No. 581Sec. 1005, as amended 1979, November 2, P.L. 458 No. 94, 53 P.S. Sec. 46006 et seq. known as the Borough Code and any other applicable law arising under the laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.
