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The November Regular Meeting of the Planning Commission was conducted on Wednesday, November 16, 2011 at approximately 7:12 P.M.  The Meeting was held in Borough Council Chambers, 2nd Floor, 304 South State Street, Borough of Clark’s Summit, County of Lackawanna and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. Chairman John Durdan called the meeting to order. 

Recording secretary Virginia Kehoe took role. Members in attendance were Mr. John Durdan, Mr. Chris O’Boyle, Mr. Mike Cowley, Mr. Ed Yasinskas, Mr. Len Wesolowski, CEO Lori Harris, and Mr. Carson Helfrich. Mr. John Recicar was absent. 

APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA:

Mr. Edward Yasinskas made a motion to approve the agenda.  Mr. Len Wesolowski seconded the motion and it carried 4-0.
APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES:

October 19, 2011
The vote was tabled until the next meeting.
COMMUNICATIONS:

Mr. John Durdan stated that he had attended the webinar offered at the last meeting. He continued that he had forwarded the information to all on the Planning Commission.
PUBLIC INPUT/COMMENT:

SITE PLANS AND RE-SUBDIVISIONS:

OLD BUSINESS:

TowerCo
Mr. Mike Grab came before the Planning Commission to discuss the status of TowerCo’s land development application. Mr. Mike Grab stated that they had submitted a Highway Occupancy Highway Permit to PennDOT, but had not yet received any correspondence on the matter. He also stated that the location of the tower had not been changed and was deemed approved. Mr. John Durdan stated that he’d like to review Judge Minora’s decision on the derailment focus again at the next meeting. Borough Engineer, Bob Naegele, had commented on the plans and had some concerns over two parking spaces. He felt the applicant had provided adequate dimensions in the spaces, but failed to show how a vehicle would safely turn around to exit the facility.  Mr. Mike Grab stated that there is usually one SUV type of vehicle on the premise every four to six weeks, in which case, they could make a K-turn. He continued that a letter of adequacy from the Lackawanna County Conservation District had been re-submitted since the location of the driveway had changed significantly; and they were awaiting correspondence on that letter. Mr. Mike Grab then stated that in reference to a curve located in The Stacks Inc. deed, they were in the process of discussing it with the engineer. He continued that they were also discussing an incorrect culvert design in the drainage area of the plans with the engineer. Zoning issues in the plans were deferred until the next meeting. In regards to subdivision and land development, Mr. Mike Grab stated that an easement agreement could be added to the plans in the event of any sale, estate proceedings, etc. He continued that there was a waiver request on the storm water management plan and design narrative. Mr. Mike Grab then stated that the applicant would be provided a letter of intent to provide service from all applicable utility companies and show all existing features within 500 feet of the subject property. It was required that all wetland delineations associated with the project area also be indicated on the plans. A general note had been provided on the plan. The name of the qualified expert along with the date of the site inspection was required to be indicated in the note provided, as well as a letter indicating his/her findings from the expert for the file. Mr. Mike Grab responded that they would comply with that requirement.  He also stated that he would discuss with the engineer a note indicating where the channel downstream of the site exits. Mr. Patrick Walsh spoke on behalf of Mr. Steve Evers. Mr. Steve Evers wanted to make sure the plans did not go through without a wetlands certification, a Highway Occupancy Permit, and the distance between the driveway and adjacent driveway at 50 feet. 
Subdivision Ordinance
Mr. Carson Helfrich stated that he had added parking to the ordinance and asked if the Planning Commission felt the ordinance was ready to be sent to the Lackawanna County Planning Commission for review. Mr. Len Wesolowski made a motion to send the Subdivision Ordinance to the Lackawanna County Planning Commission for review. Mr. Edward Yasinskas seconded the motion and it carried 4-0.

There being no further business before the Planning Commission Mr. Chris O’Boyle motioned to adjourn. The motion was seconded by Mr. Len Wesolowski and carried 4-0. The meeting adjourned at approximately 8:05 P.M.
