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FEBRUARY WORK SESSION
TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 28, 2012

[bookmark: _GoBack]The February Work Session for the Borough of Clark’s Summit was conducted on Tuesday, February 28, 2012 at 7:02 P.M. The meeting was held in Borough Council Chambers, 2nd Floor, 304 South State Street, Borough of Clark’s Summit, County of Lackawanna and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  Council members in attendance were President Gerrie Carey, Mr. Herman Johnson, Mr. Patrick Williams, Solicitor Patrick Rogan, Mr. Roy Davis, Ms. Patricia Lawler, Mr. David Jenkins, Mr. Donald Moyer, and Ms. Virginia Kehoe. Mayor Harry Kelly was absent.

2.	PUBLIC COMMENT						President Carey
Mr. Charles Charlesworth came before Council to discuss the Art & Wine Festival. He stated that the Festival had almost doubled in growth. He requested that Depot St. be closed on August 11, 2012 to provide the extra space needed for the Festival. Mr. Herman Johnson suggested that Mr. Charlie Charlesworth get a survey from the businesses on Depot St. on what stores have appointments and what times they could close. Mr. Herman Johnson continued that this would allow for everyone to work together and allow for Council to come to an agreement as to when to close the street. Mr. Charles Charlesworth also brought up some concerns he had about the lighting on Depot St. He stated that during the Ice Festival, it was so dark, that a woman fell. He continued that he felt the lights on the light posts were too high up on the poles to shed the proper amount of lighting to make Depot St. safe. Mr. Donald Moyer stated that Council was currently working on a sidewalk project for Depot St., at which time; they could work on the lights as well. Mr. Herman Johnson suggested checking with PP&L and see if they could lower the lights in the meantime. 
Mr. Michael Mclane, V.F.W. Post 69, came before Council to inform Council that the V.F.W. would be open to the placement of a cell tower on their property in the guise of a flagpole. 
Mr. Ken Heron, 525 Knapp Rd., came before Council to discuss Rt. 6 & 11 and Knapp Rd. He stated that people were parking off on the side of where the road turns there, creating a safety hazard. He inquired as to whether or not the Borough could make it a no parking zone. Mr. Herman Johnson stated that after a safety study in that area, the Borough had the area patrolled more. No parking signs were already in place, but it was not illegal to pull entirely off the road and park there. Mr. Ken Heron felt with how narrow the road was, this was not enough to prevent a safety hazard. Mr. Herman Johnson suggested that the Borough manager send a memorandum to the Borough Police Department to post a notice that all regulations there will be enforced. Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that she’d also be in contact with the businesses located there to alert them of their employees being potential violators of the parking restrictions. 
· Towerco	Attorney Mike Grab came before Council to discuss the Towerco application. Mr. Phil Burtner presented the layout of the proposed monopole at the compound. Council discussed if changes in aesthetics for the monopole with Mr. Phil Burtner, in terms of a flagpole, would affect the plans. Mr. Phil Burtner and Mr. Mike Grab responded that it would not impact the plans and they’d be willing to make such changes if Council wished to see them made. Council also went over the ten conditions provided by the Planning Commission with their recommendation for approval. 
· Spring St.	Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that it was a possibility that the Borough could increase parking if it made Spring St. one way and parking diagonal. Mr. Bob Naegele had drafted a plan up to depict that this would create six extra spaces. Ms. Virginia Kehoe continued that this would require an approximately $2,000.00 traffic study before an Ordinance could be drafted. Mr. Herman Johnson felt Depot St. would be a better street to focus on for such a project. Council decided to focus on Depot St. before they would move onto Spring St. 
· Stormwater Certification	Ms. Patricia Lawler stated that this certification would make it mandatory for owners and developers who came in for a permit to make sure stormwater run-off does not impact other parcels. Mr. Herman Johnson stated that the Borough needs someone available to inspect and enforce this kind of inspection. 
· SALDO update	Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that the SALDO Ordinance had been advertised and was ready for a vote the following week. 
· Contracts-Virginia & Neil	Ms. Gerrie Carey stated that the Finance Committee had met and had a presentation prepared for Council. 
· Summit Ave. property		Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that Ms. Patricia Lawler had come up with the suggestion of seeing whether or not the Borough had any property to sell in order to bring in funding. Ms. Virginia Kehoe continued that after some research, the Borough did not find any properties deeded to us; but CEO Lori Harris had discovered that the tax accessor has a property listed as belonging to the Borough that has no record being of belonging to us. 
· Resolution 2012-08     Planning Commission Fees	Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that an update in subdivision and land development fees required a vote on Resolution 2012-08. She continued that the only change in the current fee structure would be, under land development, the $1.50/sq.ft. would apply to both the building and land area. The other change would also be an added re-submission fee to prevent large debt accruements.
