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REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The regular March Meeting of Borough Council was conducted on Wednesday, March 7, 2012 at 7:02 P.M.  The Meeting was held in Borough Council Chambers, 2nd Floor, 304 South State Street, Borough of Clark’s Summit, County of Lackawanna and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  Council members in attendance were President Gerrie Carey, Mr. Herman Johnson, Mr. Patrick Williams, Ms. Virginia Kehoe, Mr. Roy Davis, Ms. Patricia Lawler, Mayor Harry Kelly, Chief Louis Vitale, Mr. David Jenkins, and Solicitor Patrick Rogan. Mr. Donald Moyer was absent. The Meeting was called to order by Council President, followed by a brief period of self-directed meditation and then the Pledge of Allegiance.

1. APPROVAL OF AGENDA:						President Carey

Ms. Patricia Lawler made a motion to approve the agenda. Mr. Herman Johnson seconded the motion and it carried 6-0.

2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:						President Carey

February 1, 2012 Regular Council Meeting
Mr. David Jenkins made a motion to approve the minutes. Mr. Herman Johnson seconded the motion and it carried 6-0.
3. PUBLIC COMMENT & INPUT:					President Carey

Dori Waters came before Council to give them an update on the Gathering Place project. She stated that the Community Classroom had been working very hard to turn the first floor of the Borough building into the Gathering Place. They were scheduled to have an update for Council at the next Work Session. Dori continued that during a nice weathered Second Friday Art Walk, they were planning on using the downstairs to get the public involved in the project.

5. BOROUGH TREASURER’S REPORT				President Carey

Mr. Roy Davis made a motion to approve the Borough Treasurer’s Report. Mr. David Jenkins seconded the motion and it carried 6-0.

6. COMMITTEE REPORTS:						

· Building & Plant				Pat Williams, Chair
Mr. Patrick Williams stated that they had been successful in the painting of Loughney Hall, Borough Chambers, and the Borough hallway stairway. He continued that the committee only had to pay for the supplies and that the Police Department was scheduled to be worked on the following week. Mr. Patrick Williams also stated that the DPW caulked the Borough windows in Council Chambers in hopes to reduce heating bills.
· Finance Committee				Gerrie Carey, Chair
Ms. Gerrie Carey stated that the Finance Committee had been meeting every month with the Borough Treasurer and they were working on financing direct sewer billing in October. Ms. Gerrie Carey continued that leaf collection had been determined to be a necessity for the Borough in terms of its value in maintaining sewer efforts. Ms. Gerrie Carey reported that sewer funds had taken care of the leaf collection for 2012. Ms. Virginia Kehoe added that the Borough was never considering taking away leaf collection; but the Borough was looking to see if it wanted to convert to a different process.
· Grant Committee				Patty Lawler, Chair
Ms. Patricia Lawler stated that she had been in touch with Mr. Frank Savo about the C.D.B.G. grant and was awaiting documentation from him to move forward with that grant. She continued that the grant committee was working on obtaining an American Water Grant worth $9,000.00 or less to target the cleaning of Hosfeld Creek. Ms. Patricia Lawler also stated that the Shade Tree Commission was going to work on a beautification project with the help of this grant. The Shade Tree Commission had offered to establish rain gardens after the dredging and Mr. Mark Kusma had volunteered the Abington Lion’s club’s manpower for the project. Ms. Patricia Lawler continued that the grant committee was working on a Water Resource Education Network grant as well.  She stated that if both grants were obtained, Hosfeld Creek and the tributary of Leggett’s Creek could be cleaned. Senator Sid Kavulich had also sent her a grant worth approximately $10,000.00 for a community improvement project, public interest project, local economic development project, or roadway improvement project.
· Insurance Committee				Roy Davis, Chair
Mr. Roy Davis stated that the Insurance Committee was looking into renewing coverage.
· Personnel Committee				Gerrie Carey, Chair – Employee Contracts- Virginia Kehoe and Neil Bartholme
Council decided to discuss this item in executive session.
· Police Pension Board				Gerrie Carey, Roy Davis
Ms. Gerrie Carey stated that when she met with the Police Pension Board everything was up to date. Mr. Roy Davis stated that there was a general consensus with everyone that the Police Pension Board was satisfied. 
· Public Safety/Safety				Herman Johnson, Chair
Mr. Herman Johnson stated that there had been some complaints about the storm drain on Highland Ave. and Houston St. He continued that he had put in a request to have that storm drain raised. Mr. Herman Johnson then stated that there had been no safety complaints; but there had been a complaint about parking on Knapp Rd. at the last Work Session. He continued that the Borough should look at a different pattern of traffic to accommodate the increase of vehicle traffic. 
· Public Works					Herman Johnson, Chair
Mr. Herman Johnson stated that he had started to send monthly safety slogans to the D.P.W. 
· Recycling Committee				Patty Lawler, Chair
Ms. Patricia Lawler stated that the committee was starting early on Earth Day. She continued that she was scheduled to meet with the retail committee sector of the A.B.P.A. to discuss mandatory recycling and the proper procedures of recycling in the Borough. Ms. Patricia Lawler also stated that she and Ms. Virginia Kehoe were scheduled to meet with the board directors of the A.B.P.A. to discuss a possible monthly donation towards recycling. The donations would allow for three extra recycling drop offs to be provided in the business sector of the Borough. Ms. Patricia Lawler had also set up a phonebook recycling contest with the Grove St. Elementary School. She continued that there would be two seminars at the Borough building to educate the community on recycling. 
· Clarks Summit Planning Commission		Towerco – Vote       Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that the Planning Commission had sent in a recommendation for approval with ten conditions on Towerco.  Mr. Mike Grab had come before Council to update them on some conditional changes; and discuss any questions or concerns Council may have had before their vote.  Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated to Mr. Grab that it was suggested that with approval of the plans, a removal bond be posted. Mr. Mike Grab stated that that would not be a problem. Mr. David Jenkins made a motion to approve the Towerco plans with the following condition and specifically requesting a flagpole:
· All documentation should show consistent language.
· Should a legal interpretation made by Pat Rogan determines that your arrangement with Mr. Detorre constitutes a lease rather than a license, a subdivision may be required by council.
· Receipt of Highway Occupancy Permit.
· Tower stability calculations must be presented and approved at the time of the zoning permit application.
· Updated easement language must be completed reflecting the appropriate and matching descriptions on the plans, easement description and easement document.
· A variance or positive zoning interpretation (application received for 3/13 ZHB meeting) granted the applicant with regard to the access from State Street and use of gravel vs bituminous or concrete pave on the driveway.
· A mutually agreed-upon landscaping plan will be provided by the Applicant with final approval by the Borough Council and the Borough Engineer Bob Naegele.
· A determination by the Army Corp of Engineers (COE) needs to be made regarding potential wetlands on the property.  
· Correction in the Towerco documentation to reflect that Clarks Summit is a Borough, not a Township.
· Payment of all appropriate fee 
· Replanting of removed trees.
· No left turn posted out of driveway access to N. State Street.
· Written agreement from Towerco that they will be responsible for the flag maintenance, lighting and lowering and raising on appropriate federal holidays.
· Antennae availability for our EMA.
Posting of a $50,000.00 “removal bond” to ensure that if/when the tower is no longer being used, it will be taken down
Mr. Patrick Williams seconded the motion and it carried 6-0.
Resolution 2012-08 SALDO fee update           Mr. David Jenkins made a motion to approve Resolution 2012-08. Mr. Herman Johnson seconded the motion and it carried 6-0.
2011 report to Council		Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that the Planning Commission had submitted a report for 2011.  She continued that the Planning Commission had met almost every month that year, had addressed several items under land development and subdivision, as well as some interpretations under land development, and some changes to the SiteTech entrance. Ms. Virginia Kehoe also stated that in 2011, the Planning Commission had reviewed a draft of the 537 Plan that was presented by the Abington Regional Wastewater Authority to make sure that plan was consistent with the long term plans of the community. The Planning Commission’s comments were adopted in the final version of that plan. She continued that they had spent the better half of 2010 and 2011 updating the existing 1994 SALDO Ordinance, coming up with a 122 paged document to be voted on.
· Clarks Summit Emergency Management Coordinator	Mr. Herman Johnson stated that he was working with the Emergency Management Coordinator to update the EMA Book for FY-12.
