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The October Regular Meeting of the Planning Commission was conducted on Wednesday, October 19, 2011 at approximately 7:02 P.M.  The Meeting was held in Borough Council Chambers, 2nd Floor, 304 South State Street, Borough of Clark’s Summit, County of Lackawanna and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. Chairman John Durdan called the meeting to order. 

Recording secretary Virginia Kehoe took role. Members in attendance were Mr. John Durdan, Mr. Chris O’Boyle, Mr. Mike Cowley, Mr. Ed Yasinskas, Mr. John Recicar, and Mr. Carson Helfrich. CEO Lori Harris was absent.

APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA:

Mr. Edward Yasinskas made a motion to approve the agenda.  Mr. Chris O’Boyle seconded the motion and it carried 4-0.
APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES:

July 20, 2011

Mr. Edward Yasinskas made a motion to approve the minutes. Mr. John Durdan seconded the motion and it carried 4-0.
COMMUNICATIONS:

Ms. Virginia Kehoe stated that there was Planning Commission training through a webinar if anyone was interested during the month of October. 

PUBLIC INPUT/COMMENT:

SITE PLANS AND RE-SUBDIVISIONS:

OLD BUSINESS:

Subdivision Ordinance
Mr. Carson Helfrich stated that he would like to include some of the lighting and parking standards from the Zoning Ordinance and the Subdivision Ordinance; and make them applicable to a land development. He continued that specifically in the Zoning Ordinance, he’d like exempting land developments from the zoning so that if someone comes in with an issue with something like parking, they can have that modified instead of coming before zoning.  
NEW BUSINESS:

TowerCo
Mr. Michael Grab came before the Planning Commission to discuss TowerCo’s new application for land development. The new plan contained a new access way and access easement. Mr. Mike Cowley stated that the Commonwealth Court had ruled that in terms of zoning compliance, the applicant had complied with zoning requirements. Mr. Michael Grab submitted a copy of the deed to the Planning Commission, stating that originally  a deed had not been submitted with the application. Mr. John Durdan asked if the plan being submitted was a preliminary plan or a sketch plan. Mr. Michael Grab responded that it was a preliminary plan. Mr. Michael Grab then presented copies of the license agreement between TowerCo. and the property owner for the use of this particular parcel. The last document he presented was the access and utility easement agreement for the access across from the new property. Mr. Philip Dettore came before the Planning Commission to address any questions they had on the preliminary land development plans. Mr. Philip Dettore stated that the only changes made to the plan since the original submission were to the access way. The access way now went through Stacks, Incorporated. He continued that the Highway Occupancy Permit was still pending through PennDOT for that access way. Mr. John Durdan stated that in a previous and independent submission, the neighboring property had concerns over the tower’s position relative to their property. Mr. Michael Grab responded that the Commonwealth Court had ruled that the position of the tower was permissible in relation to the neighboring property in terms of zoning.  Mr. John Durdan asked Mr. Michael Grab if he wanted the Planning Commission to accept the plans for review that evening. Mr. Michael Grab responded that he wanted them stored so that his client could have all issues related to the plans addressed before being accepted. Mr. John Durdan made a motion to accept the plans and start the 90 day clock on reviewing them. Mr. Chris O’Boyle seconded the motion and it carried 3-1. Ms. Virginia Kehoe suggested that during their discussions on the SALDO, the Planning Commission should become more specific on what constitutes a qualified application. 
ADJOURNMENT:

There being no further business before the Planning Commission Mr. Edward Yasinskas motioned to adjourn. The motion was seconded by Mr. John Recicar and carried 4-0. The meeting adjourned at approximately 8:06 P.M.
